A colleague of mine has just started a new church and is very excited about what the 
Spirit is doing in the life of the fledgling congregation.  As he was telling a group of us 
about this �start-up� church, he kept referring to a peculiar fact in the life of this congrega-
tion. And that is that  people whose gifts are absolutely what the congregation needs at 
that particular point keep joining the community. As he was telling us about his experi-
ence, the joy in his voice was so apparent. 
 
I know what he means.  Every pastor knows that when the congregation is open to the 
Spirit, what I call �God moments� keep happening. T hese intersections of the commu-
nity�s need and the providential flowing of gifts is what really makes a community thrive.  
 
God moments are real in our community at St. Alban�s.  We �just happen� to have a 
whole group of people very eager to give themselves in outreach. In the space of a week, 
they organized via email, a round up of personal supplies to put in 30 Ziploc bags. These 
hygiene kits, put together on Pentecost Sunday, were delivered to PATH, (People Assist-
ing the Homeless). 
 
We also just �happen to have� another group of peop le eager to re-start our Centering 
Prayer ministry. Again, it was easy to organize and begin. The Lunch Bunch is a fun 
gathering of folks once a month following the Eucharist on Wednesdays.  Another group 
wants to have a monthly potluck on the Third Thursday of each month. 
 
There is something so organic about a parish. Like a garden, it grows from the seeds of 
your gifts.  It is nourished by your prayers and presence. But it finally achieves its poten-
tial by the divine and love-filled Spirit, giving us just what we need, just when we need it.  
So it is in God�s economy: lasting abundance, eternal surprise.
